MEMORANDUM TO ALL LEADERS

SUBJECT:  Regimental Policy Letter #71-8; Regimental Security Patrol

1.
PURPOSE: this policy letter is to implement security procedures within the Regiment. This policy sets the minimum requirements that will be followed to enforce security in the Regimental area.

2.
Each Squadron will implement their own security procedures to provide security for their respective areas. Your focus remains on our parking lots and the troop billets. Each Squadron will have at least 2 NCOs and 2 soldiers on roving patrols between 1800 to 0800 hours on weekdays and 0800 to 0800 on weekends.  The uniform will be duty with no weapons.

3.
The security patrol will be briefed and controlled by the SDNCO and must have the means to communicate with the Staff Duty. The patrol (s) will rove on a random basis and will report all security violations or problems. Such as: vandalism, theft, drugs, alcohol abuse, destruction of property personal or government, loud music, and any violations of policy and procedures, and/or violations of Army Regulations.

This policy is effective now and will be adhered to by all personnel assigned or attached for purposes of military justice to the 2d Armored Cavalry Regiment.
