MEMORANDUM TO ALL LEADERS

SUBJECT:  Regimental Policy Letter #71-7:  Reservation of Non-Judicial Punishment

1. The Commander, Joint Readiness Training Center & Fort Polk has reserved the right to

impose non-judicial punishment, pursuant Article 15, Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ), on commissioned and warrant officers, and noncommissioned officers in the grade of command Sergeant major, assigned or attached to Fort Polk.

2. I hereby reserve the authority to impose non-judicial punishment pursuant to Article 15,

UCMJ, upon senior noncommissioned officers in the grades of sergeant first class through command sergeant major.  I also reserve the authority to impose UCMJ upon soldiers in the grades of sergeant and staff sergeant who commit drug offenses including, but not limited to, possession, manufacture, distribution, importation, exportation, or introduction onto a military installation.  I recommend that Squadron Commanders withhold UCMJ authority over drug offenses committed by soldiers in the grades of E-1 through E-4.

3. This letter applies to all personnel assigned or attached for purposes of military justice to the

2d Armored Cavalry Regiment.
