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The Squadron continues high tempo operations in support of the Coalition Provisional Authority, the Nation’s main effort in Iraq.  3d Squadron has conducted 4,253 missions for CPA in the city of Baghdad and across Iraq.  568 missions were long-range patrols as far north as Irbil, south to Nasiryiah, and west to Ramadi. The Troopers work hard, and they deserve the best possible facilities.
