The last few months have been memorable, not only for myself, but the entire company.  They distinguished themselves as an integral part of the weapons of mass destruction (WMD) Task Force.  The soldiers have been praised at all levels for their professionalism, dedication and enthusiasm.  They really have made an impact on the fight over here.  The 75th FTX has changed a bit over the past month.  The 75th has begun to move back to Fort Sill, but we will fall under the Iraq Survey Group.  They will still continue the hunt for WMD, but will now be a Department of Defense unit, and will bring a number of technical experts with them.  We will fall directly under the 455th Chemical Brigade and continue to provide support to the teams as they search for banned items.
