MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:  Addendum 7 to FY 2002 Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) Version 1.0

1.  This memorandum directs changes to the FY 2002 Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) Version 1.0.  This copy supersedes all previous changes.  The recent changes are depicted in bold italic.  Specific areas for revision by chapter are as follows.

a.  Chapter 1 C2, Page 1-3, para 1-5 add the following sub-paragraph j: 

“Requirements of the Intermediate Staging Base (ISB) SOP are enforceable by EXROE.  Violators of the ISB SOP will be stopped, reported, and escorted to the ISB or PEHA for administrative action.“ 

b.  Chapter 2 Maneuver, Page 2-2, para 2-4(b) add the following at the end of the text: 

“The following areas are obstacle-free zones:  Within 50ft of the FLS, taxiways, parking aprons, and turn around points at Peason FLS and Fullerton FLS.“ 

c.  Chapter 2 Maneuver, Page 2-6, para 2-7 add the following sub-paragraph l: 

“Use of lasers other than class 1 eye safe lasers is a Post Safety issue that must be requested as a waiver.  All O/Cs will ensure that BLUEFOR correctly follows the procedures outlined by Post Safety for use of the approved lasers.“

d.  Chapter 3 Intel, Page 3-4, para 3-7(c) change the paragraph to read:

“IEW system shelters (TRQ-32, TLQ-17, ACT-E, Trojan Spirit, and CGS) and their prime movers may not be captured, shut down, entered, or tampered with in any way to include cutting of cables by OPFOR soldiers.  This includes the power generation systems powering the equipment, since shutting down the equipment incorrectly will cause serious damage, OPFOR soldiers should have an O/C assess the system IAW the BDA card.  The O/C will then tell the operator to take the appropriate actions.  Capture situations involving the systems chase vehicles will be treated the same as the capture of any other BLUEFOR vehicle.“

e.  Chapter 3 Intel, Page 3-3, para 3-6(a) add the following sub-paragraph 13: 

“Upon the capture of an armored vehicle, the capturing unit may search the vehicle and consume, use, or evacuate captured supplies (for exceptions see para 3-6a(8).  The captured vehicle will then be marked as destroyed by the O/C and will remain as destroyed until COM or at the direction of the ADC 21st ID (L).“
f.  Chapter 4 Fire Support, Page 4-4, para 11 add the following at the end of the text: 

“All OPFOR Mortar systems and associated equipment destroyed (i.e. MULE, HMWWV) will remain on the battlefield for 24 hours or until notified by P/EMC that the unit has no plans for BDA Assessment.“ 

g.  Chapter 6 Engineer (Mobility / Countermobility / Survivability), Page 6-1, para 6-4(a) add the following at the end of the text: 

“The following areas are obstacle-free zones:  Within 50ft of the FLS, taxiways, parking aprons, and turn around points at Peason FLS and Fullerton FLS.“ 

h.  Chapter 7 Combat Service Support, Page 7-4, para 7-5, sub-paragraph d(4) change the first sentence to read: 

“All BLUEFOR and OPFOR destroyed vehicles will stop in place and will not move until an O/C tells the driver to move it.“ 

2.  Changes will be added to future versions/publishing of the FY 2002 Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) Version 1.0.
