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MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:  Addendum 8 to FY 2002 Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) Version 1.0

1.  This memorandum directs changes to the FY 2002 Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) Version 1.0.  This copy supersedes all previous changes.  The recent changes are depicted in bold italic.  Specific areas for revision by chapter are as follows.

a.  Chapter 2 Maneuver, Page 2-2, Para 2-4 add the following sub-paragraph (e):

“TOC’s and crew served weapons will not be authorized to set up less than 500m from post boundaries.  Units wanting to set up TOC’s within 500m of a post boundary must receive a waiver from the Cdr, 21st ID (L).”
b.  Chapter 7 Combat Service Support, Page 7-9, Appendix 1, Para 3a sub-paragraph 6a change the last sentence to read: 

“RTD casualties can be captured if authorized IAW their MILES BDA card (RTD cards will denote whether soldiers can be captured) and if the tactical situation permits as determined by the O/C on the ground.  RTD soldiers that cannot be captured IAW their MILES BDA card will be separated from the contact, re-keyed, issued a new casualty card, and permitted to continue combat ops. “
c.  Chapter 8 Nuclear Biological Chemical (NBC), Page 8-4, change Para 8-6 Chemical Defense Equipment to read 8-7 Chemical Defense Equipment. 

d.  Chapter 8 Nuclear Biological Chemical (NBC), Page 8-5, Para 8-6 add the following sub-paragraph (e): 

“Biological Casualties.

a. Biological casualties will insert their yellow keys into the MWLDs and remove their Kevlar helmet.  They will follow the instructions on the casualty card that the assessing O/C will issue them.  Casualties may have a combination of conventional wounds as well as agent symptoms.

b. The only category for biological casualties is Litter.  Biological casualties will experience symptoms such as explosive diarrhea, severe vomiting, weakness, abdominal cramps, and nausea.  They must lie down, cannot talk or walk, and cannot assist the unit.“

e.  Chapter 8 Nuclear Biological Chemical (NBC), Page 8-7, Para 8-11 add the following sub-para (b):

“Aviation Chemical Requirements.  When an aircraft flies through a contaminated area, under 200 feet AGL, all crew and passengers (except safety pilot) must assume the appropriate MOPP level.  Unprotected crewmembers and passengers will be assessed as chemical casualties due to vapor hazards.  O/Cs will assess aircraft which land or hover in liquid contaminated areas as being contaminated.  If hovering, the aircraft will land.  The grounded aircraft will then be marked with liquid contamination on the underbelly, skids, air intake, and tail boom.  If any windows or doors are open, contamination can also be transferred to troop compartments, crew stations and all passengers and crew members.  The safety pilot will remain unmasked and wear protective clothing during chemical attacks (See Chapter 9, paragraph 9-6).  Once the aircraft has landed, all crewmembers will attain the appropriate MOPP level.“

f.  Chapter 8 Nuclear Biological Chemical (NBC), Page 8-7, change Para 8-9 Special Requirements and Safety to read 8-12 Special Requirements and Safety.

g.  Chapter 15 Multiple Integrated Laser Engagement System (MILES), Page 15-3, Para 15-8c add the following sub-paragraph 10:

“OPFOR soldiers riding in vehicles wear ballistic helmet without MILES halo; MILES halo is attached to the boonie cap and secured to the MILES harness.”
h.  Chapter 2 Maneuver, Page 2-3, Para 2-5(b) add the following sub-paragraph (l): 

“Soldiers are permitted to remove the Kevlar helmet and MILES harness.“ 

i.  Chapter 3 Intel, Page 3-4, Para 3-7d(1) change the paragraph to read:

“Intelligence O/Cs will instruct captured OPFOR personnel on attitude as well as the type and amount of information available to BLUEFOR.“

j.  Chapter 4 Fire Support, Page 4-3, Para 4-6 add the following sub-paragraph (g):

“Q36 / Q37 radars are not authorized within 1000m of the Self Army Airfield due to interference with UAV flights.   Units wanting to set up Q36 / Q37 radar systems within 1000m of Self Army Airfield must receive a waiver from the Cdr, 21st ID (L).“

k.  Chapter 8 Nuclear Biological Chemical (NBC), Page 8-8, Para 8 add the following sub-paragraph 13:

“Fox Recon vehicles may not be captured, entered, or tampered with in any way by OPFOR soldiers.  OPFOR soldiers will have an O/C assess the vehicle IAW its MILES BDA card.  The driver of the vehicle will search the vehicle under the guidance of OPFOR soldiers.“

l.  Chapter 15 Multiple Integrated Laser Engagement System (MILES), Page 15-3, Para 15-8c add the following sub-paragraph 9:

“during a tactical freeze on the battlefield.”
m.  Annex B (MOUT Summary) Para 4, change Engagements section h to read the following:

“O/Cs will subjectively assess the effects of burning buildings caused by fires, explosions, etc.  Buildings that are rubbled will be marked with orange engineer tape and four-inch red chemlight disks in a 360-degree marking around the building and will be considered off-limits.  Rooms identified as destroyed will be marked by two chemlights attached by engineer tape draped over the window of the room identified as destroyed.”
n.  Chapter 7, Appendix 1, para 3(6b,c,d) add to the end of each paragraph:

“If the unit fails to treat the casualty IAW this paragraph or evacuate IAW paragraph 7, assess the casualty as KIA (Died on the Battlefield).”

o. Chapter 7, Appendix 1, para 7(c) delete the following sentence from this paragraph:

“If the casualty does not receive treatment IAW the time limit, he or she will be considered DOW and not KIA.”

p.  Chapter 7, Appendix 1, para 7(c) add the following sentence to this paragraph:

“If the casualty does not receive treatment IAW the time limit, he or she will be considered KIA (DOB).”

q.  Chapter 7, Appendix 1, para 3(8) replace the paragraph with the following:

“Died of Wounds (DOW).  Casualties who die due to a lack of timely or adequate treatment/evacuation after reaching a medical treatment facility (battalion aid station or forward support medical company) will be annotated as “DOW.”  Only medical O/Cs may assess a casualty as DOW.  Casualties will be assessed as “DOW” when:


(a) The casualty has reached an MTF and,


(b) The casualty receives improper medical treatment, or


(c) The casualty evacuation times are not met.

KIA (Died on the Battlefield).  Any casualty who is initially assessed as WIA and subsequently dies due to improper treatment or failure to evacuate IAW the Evacuation / Treatment Category Table before reaching a medical treatment facility is assessed as KIA (DOB).”  

r.  Annex A, Page A-4, Died of Wounds Paragraph, replace the paragraph with the following:

“Only medical O/Cs will assess casualties as DOWs.   Any casualty who is initially assessed as WIA and subsequently dies due to improper treatment or failure to evacuate IAW the Evacuation/Treatment Category Table before reaching a medical treatment facility is assessed as KIA (DOB).  

s.  Chapter 18, Para 18-5, add the following sub-para (i) to read the following:
“Tracked vehicles may operate anywhere within the MOUT site; however, no pivot steering is allowed off the gravel or concrete roads.  Tanks will not employ their mine plows with the limits of the city in order to avoid damage to fiber-optic infrastructure. O/Cs will award the unit subjective credit for breaching mines if proper plowing procedures are followed.”

t.  Chapter 1, Para 1-8, sub-para b2, change the paragraph to read the following:

“O/Cs conduct system AARs (INTEL, CSS, AVN, and FS) after each phase of the rotation.  NBC AARs will only be conducted on the 1st and 3rd COM days.  The Division Senior O/Cs conduct these AARs.  The Division Senior O/Cs try to schedule these AARs when they will have minimal impact on current operations.”

u.  Chapter 6, Para 8(c), add the following sentence to the end of the paragraph:

“Satchel charges will not be employed on a moving vehicle.”

v.  Chapter 2, Para 6a, change the paragraph to read the following:

“O/C Coverage/Link-up.  The player unit's leaders will ensure that an O/C accompanies all elements before sending them on separate missions. Unit leaders will ensure all soldiers receive an EXROE brief prior to insertion into the maneuver area.  It is the leaders' responsibility to ensure that this link up is coordinated with the senior O/C on site. The unit must reserve at least one seat on each aircraft (UH-1H and UH-60) when the unit flies with "seats in".  The lead aircraft of each serial will reserve 2 seats during “seats in” operations (1 x AVN O/C, 1 x Maneuver O/C).  When the unit flies with “seats out,” one seat will be installed for the Aviation O/C.  Although seat location is at the discretion of the BLUFOR Aviation Company Commander, it is recommended that the AVN O/C seat be located in the “jump seat” position (between the crewchief seats) so as not to interfere with the ACL of the supported unit.  The lead aircraft of each serial will reserve 3 seats during “seats out” operations (1 x AVN O/C, 2 x Maneuver O/C).  On a CH-47 without slingload, 3 seats must be reserved for O/Cs.  On a CH-47 with a slingload, at least two seats must be reserved for an O/C.  For C2 aircraft, one seat must be reserved for an O/C.  For fixed wing (airborne) insertion, a minimum of 3 seats are required for a C-130/C-141 and 6 seats for the C-17.”

2.  Changes will be added to future versions / publishing of the FY 2002 Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) Version 1.0, will be added to the JRTC Intranet Web page (TF-1 / EXROE), and will be distributed throughout Operations Group.
