MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:  Addendum 9 to FY 2002 Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) Version 1.0

1.  This memorandum directs changes to the FY 2002 Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) Version 1.0.  This copy supersedes all previous changes.  The recent changes are depicted in bold italic.  Specific areas for revision by chapter are as follows.

a.  Chapter 3 Intelligence, Page 3-5, Para 3-7(e) add the following sub-paragraph (11): 

“All TSCIFs must be inspected by an intelligence O/C within 12 hours of operation.“

b.  Chapter 6 Engineer, Page 6-8f, change sub-paragraph (3) to read:
“All live demolition associated with DES and force-on-force play (det cord and MDI systems) will only be issued to BLUEFOR engineers or Special Forces units.  The unit must maintain 100% accountability of all such munitions and report exact disposition of all demolitions to their O/Cs upon request.  Demo transfer to non-engineers will occur on a mission-specific basis.  If an engineer unit plans on cross-leveling DES to non-engineer units OR a foreign engineer unit, there are three conditions that must be met:…"
c.  Chapter 7 Combat Service Support (CSS), Page 7-9, Appendix 1, Para 3(a)6(b) change the paragraph to read: 

“….The casualty may proceed on his or her own to the nearest casualty collection  point or MTF, whichever is closest.  If the casualty can proceed to the casualty collection point, when the current engagement is complete.  The assessing O/C will re-key the soldier….”

d.  Chapter 15 MILES, Page 15-4, Para 15-8 add the following sub-paragraph (m):

“Embedded media on the battlefield will wear a MILES torso harness which will be supplied by the BLUEFOR unit.  They will carry a MILES casualty card and an identification card that they will produce upon request.  They may become a casualty in accordance with their MILES casualty card.”  
e.  Chapter 18 Armor / Mech, Page 18-1, Paragraph 18-5 change sub-paragraph (b) to read:

“The use of ground guides through assembly areas, patrol bases, defensive battle positions, or any area which causes armored vehicles to come within 5 meters of groups of dismounted infantry personnel is mandatory.  There is no “common sense” or claiming the “right of way” in heavy / light operations—when in doubt stop movement.”

f.  Chapter 18 Armor / Mech, Page 18-3, Para 18-8 add the following sub-paragraph (l): 

“During tank firing, blast overpressure and discarded sabot petals can kill or seriously injure exposed personnel in the vicinity.  O/Cs will assess exposed personnel IAW BDA cards within 100m and 45 degrees (left and right) of tank main guns when fired.“
2.  Changes will be added to future versions / publishing of the FY 2002 Exercise Rules of Engagement (EXROE) Version 1.0, will be added to the JRTC Intranet Web page (TF-1 / EXROE), and will be distributed throughout Operations Group.
