FARP Quiz w/answers

1. Can the POL Officer or NCO who is the subject matter expert certify the FARP? 

a. Answer: The POL officer or NCO may not make this inspection. (FORSCOM Reg 385-1, para 13-3 m 2a)

2. What determines when the site requires re-certification? (i.e changing fuel source, replacing a damaged hose or nozzle)

a. Answer:  A copy of the survey will be kept at the site for inspection. Results of surveys may be discarded after site is disassembled.  (FORSCOM Reg 385-1, para 13-3 m 2b)

3. What size Fire Extinguishers must be present at the points on a FARP?


a. Answer:  20lb (FM 10-67-1 Chapter 15 page 2)

4. How long is a Aqua-Glo test good for?

a. Answer:  24 hrs.  (FM 10-67-1 Chapter 13 page 4)

5. How often must the filter elements be replaced? 

a. Answer:  When the reading is in the red (35 and up PSI) at once, when the reading is in the yellow (20-35 PSI) at the end of daily operation, when laboratory test show excessive sediment or water and every 2 years (FM 10-67-1 Chapter 13 page 4)

6. Who can be the certifying official?

a. Answer:  The unit ASO or other individual designed by the commander will survey a tactical refueling site (FORSCOM Reg 385-1, para 13-3 m 2a)

7. When can you top loaded fuel?

a. Answer:  Top load vehicle only during an emergency and when authorized by the commander.  (FM 10-67-1 Chapter 2 page 13)

8. Are you required to do a filter effectiveness test on the filter for the FARE, AAFARS, Fat Cow, and Wet Hawk? 

a. Answer:  Check the performance of all filter/separators, regardless of product in service, every 30 days by submitting samples.  Send the samples to a designated laboratory.  Those not in use will be tested immediately before being placed in service and every 30 days thereafter while in use.  (FM 10-67-1 Chapter 21 page 1)

9. Is radio commutations required at the FARP?

a. Each FARP should have two FM radios capable of secure voice or secure data burst transmissions.  (FM 1-111 appendix J page J-7)

10.   Does the nozzle operator have to maintain physical contact with the nozzle at all times while refueling?

a. Answer:  Yes.  (FM 10-67-1 Chapter 21 page 1)
