PART I.  GENERAL INFORMATION.

1.  SPINS REMAIN IN EFFECT UNTIL SUPERSEDED.

2.  INFORMATION PROVIDED IN THIS CSAR SPIN APPLIES TO ALL JTF (CORTINA) FLYING UNITS.

3.  UPON ARRIVAL IN THE AOR, EVERY FLYING UNIT WILL IMMEDIATELY CONTACT JSRC TO ESTABLISH COMMUNICATIONS.  THE ADDRESS FOR JSRC IS COMAFFOR BARKSDALE AFB RC//JSRC. DSN IS 731-8630; COMMERCIAL (501) 987-8630.  FOLLOWING NOTIFICATION OF A DOWNED AIRCRAFT, DEPLOYED UNIT PERSONNEL WILL IMMEDIATELY PASS TO THE JSRC, VIA THE MOST EXPEDITIOUS SECURE MEANS, THE DOWNED AIRCRAFT’S FLIGHT PLAN, ISOPREPS, EPA, AND PRC-112 CODE NUMBERS (IF APPLICABLE).  DATA PASSED BY SECURE VOICE SHOULD BE FOLLOWED WITH A MESSAGE TO ENSURE ACCURACY.

4.  EACH COMPONENT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR SAR SUPPORT OF ITS OWN OPERATIONS TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT POSSIBLE, AND WILL REFER ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS TO THE JSRC.  THE JSRC WILL THEN TASK THE MISSION TO ANOTHER TASK FORCE WITH AVAILABLE ASSETS.  RECOVERY MISSIONS WILL DEFAULT TO THE 21ID WHEN NO OTHER ASSETS ARE AVAILABLE.  THE JFC WILL ASSIGN PRIORITY IF SAR REQUESTS CONFLICT WITH OPERATIONAL 
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REQUIREMENTS.  CSAR OPERATIONS WILL BE CONDUCTED USING THE FOLLOWING METHODS IN ORDER OF PREFERENCE BASED ON CONDITIONS:

(A) DAYTIME MEDEVAC.

(B) SINGLE-SHIP HELICOPTER RECOVERY; NIGHT NVG (OR TWILIGHT), LOW LEVEL.

(C) SINGLE-SHIP HELICOPTER RECOVERY WITH GUNSHIP ESCORT.

(D) SOF GROUND FORCES.

(E) MAGTF, SOF (AIRBORNE), CSARTF.

(F) UNCONVENTIONAL ASSISTED RECOVERY METHODS (UARM) (IF AVAILABLE).

THE JSRC WILL DETERMINE THE MISSION TYPE, ASSETS TO BE USED, AND TIME FRAME OF MISSION BASED UPON THREATS, LEVEL OF CONFLICT, LOCATION OF SURVIVOR, AND WEATHER.

5.  SARDOT COORDINATES ARE 3105.6N 09259W.  MILITARY GRID EQUIVALENT IS 15RWQ020041.  LOCATION IS MARKED RADIO TOWER 13.  THE SURVIVOR'S POSITION WILL BE REPORTED AS RADIAL (DEGREES FROM SARDOT TO LOCATION) AND DISTANCE FROM SARDOT.  SARDOT COORDINATES WILL BE SET IN THE HAND-HELD GPS WITH THE RANGE MEASUREMENT IN NAUTICAL MILES AND THE RELATIVE BEARING TO MAGNETIC NORTH.  AIRCREWS SHOULD ALSO SET THE SARDOT AS A WAYPOINT IN AIRCRAFT NAVIGATION SYSTEMS.  DELETE WAYPOINTS IN HAND-HELD GPS AFTER POSITION IS DETERMINED.
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6.  ALL PERSONNEL AT RISK OF CAPTURE, IN ADDITION TO THEIR MANDATORY EQUIPMENT, WILL CARRY ONLY THE FOLLOWING:  DOD ID CARD, RESTRICTED AREA BADGE, GOVERNMENT CREDIT CARD, DOG TAGS, AND NOT MORE THAN 200 DOLLARS IN CASH.  NO PERSONAL ITEMS WILL BE CARRIED SUCH AS ID BRACELETS, FAMILY PHOTOS, UNIT COINS, OR ANYTHING THAT COULD PROVIDE ENEMY ADVANTAGE.

PART II. EVASION AND RECOVERY PROCEDURES.

1.  HOSTILE ENVIRONMENT IMMEDIATE ACTIONS:

A.  THE PREFERRED METHOD FOR SURVIVOR RECOVERY IN THE AOR IS TO PLAN TO GO FEET WET WHENEVER POSSIBLE.  CHECK SEA CONDITIONS TO DETERMINE IF DITCHING OR BAILOUT IS PREFERABLE.  BE SURE TO GIVE A MAYDAY CALL DETAILING LOCATION AS MUCH AS POSSIBLE WHEN GOING FEET WET.

B.  DURING PARACHUTE DESCENT, OBSERVE YOUR SURROUNDINGS FOR ENEMY THREAT, FRIENDLY LINES, PROMINENT LANDMARKS, AND POSSIBLE HIDING SITES.

C.  IMMEDIATELY UPON LANDING, MAKE AN INITIAL RADIO CALL ON UHF 282.8 (PRC-90) OR CHANNEL “A” (PRC-112) AND STATE YOUR SITUATION.  MOVE AWAY FROM THE BAILOUT/CRASH SITE FOR AT LEAST 10-20 MINUTES IN A ZIGZAG PATTERN, OR UNTIL YOU FIND A SUITABLE SITE TO HIDE. REMAIN THERE 48 HOURS UNLESS YOU ARE WITHIN 5 MILES OF A RECOVERY AREA AND ARE
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AMBULATORY. 

D.  THE HOLE-UP SITE SHOULD PROVIDE ESCAPE ROUTES, BE SECURE FROM BOTH GROUND AND AIR OBSERVATION, AND BE NEAR (BUT NOT ON) AN LZ SUITABLE FOR A HELICOPTER.

E.  ONCE IN THE HOLE-UP SITE, PERFORM HOLE-UP SITE CHECKLIST AND PROCEED TO RECOVERY AREA. CONTACT “RESCUE” ON 282.8 AND INITIATE AUTHENTICATION PROCEDURES EVERY THIRD HOUR LOCAL (IE 0300, 0600, 0900…) OR ANYTIME YOU IDENTIFY A US OR ALLIED AIRCRAFT IN THE AREA OR SEARCHING FOR YOU.

F  IF RADIO CONTACT IS MADE, FOLLOW INSTRUCTIONS RELAYED FROM 

RECOVERY FORCES.  IF UNDER DURESS, USE DURESS WORD OF THE DAY IN A SENTENCE.  

2.  RECOVERY ACTIONS:

A. IN THE EVENT OF A MILITARY RECOVERY:

(1)  EXTRACTION MAY BE VIA ESCORT TEAM, GROUND VEHICLE, OR HELICOPTER WITH RECOVERY FORCE.

(2)  IF THE RECOVERY IS BY AIRCRAFT, SURVIVORS SHOULD BE PREPARED TO 

SIGNAL AND VECTOR RESCUE AIRCRAFT UNTIL THEY ARE RECOVERED.  KNEEL 

DOWN FACING THE HELICOPTER, HANDS ON TOP OF YOUR HEAD AND HOLD YOUR 

MILITARY ID CARD BETWEEN YOUR FINGERS.  WAIT FOR RECOVERY PERSONNEL 
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TO ESCORT YOU TO THE HELICOPTER, OR TO INSTRUCT YOU TO APPROACH.

(3)  SURVIVORS IN AN AREA INACCESSIBLE TO HELICOPTER LANDINGS SHOULD 

BE PREPARED TO RIDE A HOIST.

(4)  SURVIVORS IN AN AREA COMPLETELY INACCESSIBLE TO HELICOPTERS SHOULD EXPECT TO BE MET BY GROUND FORCES.

B.  CONTACT WITH FRIENDLY MILITARY FORCES, EITHER US OR ALLIED, CAN 

BE A QUICK METHOD OF RECOVERY.  HOWEVER, SURVIVORS MUST EXERCISE SOUND JUDGMENT.  WHENEVER POSSIBLE, CONTACT SHOULD BE DELAYED UNTIL DAYLIGHT TO AVOID MISIDENTIFICATION.

C.  SURVIVORS MAY BE TASKED TO MAKE CONTACT WITH UNCONVENTIONAL PERSONNEL.  MORE INFORMATION WILL FOLLOW AS IT BECOMES AVAILABLE.

D. SURVIVORS MUST BE READY TO AUTHENTICATE.  THEY ARE CONSIDERED A THREAT UNTIL AUTHENTICATED.  THEY MUST OBEY ALL COMMANDS, ANSWER ALL QUESTIONS, AND KEEP SIDEARMS HOLSTERED.

E.  AFTER RECOVERY, DOWNED CREWMEMBERS CAN EXPECT TO BE DEBRIEFED BY ONE OR MORE INTELLIGENCE UNITS PRIOR TO BEING RETURNED TO NORMAL 

DUTIES.

3.  LONG TERM ACTIONS.  IF AFTER 48 HOURS OF INITIAL DOWNING YOU HAVE NOT MADE RADIO CONTACT AND CIRCUMSTANCES PREVENT YOU FROM TRAVELING 

TO AN RP, TAKE THE FOLLOWING ACTIONS:  TRAVEL TO THE COAST OR A
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NEUTRAL COUNTRY, WHICH EVER IS CLOSEST.  IF ON THE COAST, PLACE A RECOVERY ACTIVATION SIGNAL (RAS, LETTER OF THE DAY GROUND TO AIR 

SIGNAL VISIBLE BY AIR RECONNAISSANCE) IN A LOCATION WHERE IT CANNOT BE SEEN AT EYE LEVEL. LIMIT ACTIVITY AND REMAIN IN CONCEALMENT.  IF IN NEUTRAL COUNTRY, USE OF THE BLOOD CHIT IS AUTHORIZED.  IF INJURED AND CANNOT WALK, SCRAPE THE LETTER OF THE DAY IN THE GROUND VISIBLE FROM THE SKY AND HIDE IN NEARBY CONCEALMENT.

ART IV. COMMUNICATIONS.

1. PRIMARY SIGNAL METHOD FOR DAY AND NIGHT IS THE RADIO.  ALTERNATES FOR DAY:  MIRROR, VS-17 PANEL.  ALTERNATES FOR NIGHT:  IR STROBE, FIREFLY, PHOENIX, OR TWIRLING IR CHEM LIGHT.  (SIGNAL DEVICES WHICH EMPLOY VISIBLE LIGHT AT NIGHT MAY COMPROMISE THE SURVIVOR.)

2. JSRC RECOMMENDS ATTEMPTING RADIO CONTACT AT THE FOLLOWING TIMES:

A. IMMEDIATELY AFTER FORCED LANDING OR EJECTION.

B. WHENEVER A FRIENDLY AIRCRAFT IS IN SIGHT.  TRANSMIT ON AND MONITOR 

282.8 (PRC-90) OR CH A (PRC-112) IN CASE THE AIRCRAFT ATTEMPTS

CONTACT.

C. DURING THE LISTEN-TRANSMIT WINDOW.  LISTEN-TRANSMIT WINDOWS ARE 

PLUS-MINUS FIVE MINUTES EVERY THIRD HOUR LOCAL TIME (00:00, 03:00, 06:00, ETC…).  SURVIVORS MAY LISTEN AND TRANSMIT THROUGHOUT THAT TEN MINUTE PERIOD.
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3. KEEP TRANSMISSIONS SHORT.  ENEMY HAS SOME GROUND ADF CAPABILITY, 

HOWEVER, AIR ASSETS DO NOT.

4. TRANSMIT CALLSIGN IN THE BLIND.  IF CONTACT IS MADE, AUTHENTICATE AND PROVIDE LOCATION, CONDITION, AND INTENTIONS.

A. RADIO CONTACT ATTEMPT:  “RESCUE, RESCUE, RESCUE. THIS IS (YOUR

TACTICAL CALLSIGN).  MY CONDITION IS (YOUR PHYSICAL CONDITION), AND MY LOCATION IS (YOUR SARDOT BEARING AND RANGE).”

B. PRIMARY AUTHENTICATION WILL BE BY ISOPREP DATA, CSAR NUMBER OF THE DAY, OR CSAR LETTER OF THE DAY.  MISSIONS TASKED ACROSS LETTER/NUMBER CHANGE OVER TIMES USE THE LETTER/NUMBER RELEVANT TO ON STATION TAKE OFF TIMES.  IMMEDIATE AUTHENTICATION OF A SURVIVOR(S) CAN BE 

ACCOMPLISHED BY AN ON SCENE COMMANDER (OSC).  SINCE RESCUES MAY INVOLVE MULTIPLE SURVIVORS AND REQUIRE MULTIPLE RADIO CONTACTS, IT MAY BE NECESSARY TO USE THE SAME CSAR AUTHENTICATION CODES MANY TIMES.  TO INCREASE DURABILITY, THE CREATIVE QUESTIONS CAN ALLOW THE SAME CSAR LETTER AND NUMBER TO BE USED MANY TIMES.  FOR EXAMPLE, IF CSAR NUMBER IS 34, ASK “WHAT IS THE SUM OF THE DIGITS IN THE CSAR NUMBER OF THE DAY?” NOT “WHAT IS THE CSAR NUMBER OF THE DAY?” CSAR LETTER OF THE DAY SHOULD BE USED ONLY IF NO OTHER MEANS IS AVAILABLE.

C. AN ISOLATED PERSON SHOULD NEVER PROVIDE OR BE ASKED TO PROVIDE 
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THEIR FULL PERSONAL AUTHENTICATION NUMBER. TO INCREASE DURABILITY OF 

LIMITED INFORMATION, THE SAME TECHNIQUE USED ABOVE APPLIES:  ASK 

SURVIVOR TO ADD, SUBTRACT, OR MULTIPLY SPECIFIC DIGITS OF THEIR PERSONAL AUTHENTICATION NUMBER.  FOR EXAMPLE, "DERBY 24, THIS IS 

KNIFE 21, WHAT IS THE SUM OF YOUR FIRST AND LAST NUMBER?" ISOLATED

PERSONNEL UNSURE OF AUTHENTICITY OF RESCUE FORCES MAY REVERSE AUTHENTICATE IF TIME AND CONDITIONS PERMIT.  FOR EXAMPLE, "KNIFE 21, THIS IS DERBY 24, WHAT IS THE SUM OF MY SECOND AND THIRD NUMBER?"  CSAR FORCES MAY USE COMBINATIONS OF A SURVIVOR'S NUMBER TO VALIDATE INSTRUCTIONS WITHOUT REQUIRING A RESPONSE FROM THE SURVIVOR. FOR EXAMPLE, "DERBY 24, THIS IS KNIFE 21.  MOVE 100 YARDS TO THE SOUTH.  THE SUM OF YOUR FIRST AND THIRD NUMBER IS 12."

D. YOUR LOCATION SHOULD BE PASSED AS MAGNETIC BEARING AND RANGE FROM THE SARDOT.  IF HAND-HELD GPS RECEIVER IS UNAVAILABLE, INOPERATIVE, OR INCAPABLE OF PROGRAMMING MAGNETIC REFERENCE, TRANSMIT IN THE CLEAR THAT THE BEARING IS TRUE, NOT MAGNETIC (E.G., “BEARING 147 TRUE, 69 NM FROM SARDOT”).

6. SURVIVORS USING THE PRC-112 RADIO DO NOT HAVE TO TRANSMIT FOR CSAR FORCES TO INTERROGATE THE PRC-112 AS LONG AS IT IS TURNED ON AND IN 

UHF VOICE MODE.

A. A FULLY CHARGED PRC-112 RADIO PROVIDES A MINIMUM OF 15.5 HOURS 
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WITH A DUTY CYCLE OF 90% RECEIVE AND 10% TRANSMIT TIME.

B. THE LITHIUM BATTERY MAY EXHIBIT A LOW VOLTAGE CONDITION DUE TO PERIODS OF NON-USE.

C. TO RESTORE THE BATTERY, TURN RADIO TO RECEIVE MODE FOR ONE MINUTE
