CHECK-IN

· SIGN-IN ROSTER – EVERYONE MUST SIGN IN

· REQUEST WILL OR POA IF NEEDED

· SIGN-IN FOR WILL OR POA IF RECEIVING ONE

· VISIT LEGAL EARLY IF YOU NEED A WILL OR POA!

POWERS OF ATTORNEY

· FILL OUT COMPLETELY – 

· Must have two witness' signatures and a valid expiration date (no more than two years from date of execution)

· GIVE TO ATTORNEY FOR REVIEW AND NOTARIZATION

WILLS

· FILL OUT WORKSHEET

· REVIEW WORKSHEET WITH ATTORNEY

· WAIT FOR WILL TO BE DRAFTED

· REVIEW AND EXECUTE WITH ATTORNEY 
POWERS OF ATTORNEY

· INSTITUTIONS ARE NOT REQUIRED TO ACCEPT POA

· GENERAL POA IS LEAST FAVORED

· You will be held responsible for misuse

· Recommended only for reliable, close relatives

· Only some institutions will accept general POA

· SPECIFIC POA CAN BE FOR ANY PURPOSE – IF YOU AREN’T SURE, ASK!

· Examples: Receive household goods, deposit – but not cash – a check, pay specific bills, etc.

· SPECIFIC POA REQUIRED FOR:

· Finance

· Taxes

· Bank Accounts – when designee is not listed on account

· AER Loans

· CAN BE VALID FOR ANY AMOUNT OF TIME UP TO TWO YEARS

· It is best to limit a POA’s duration to only what is required

· Example: 6 month deployment, 12 month hardship tour, etc.

WILLS

· MARRIED OR A SINGLE PARENT WITH MINOR CHILD(REN) 

· Appoint a GUARDIAN who will provide care 

· Appoint a TRUSTEE who will manage finances

· Designate trustee to receive SGLI payout “IN TRUST” for the benefit of your minor child(ren)

· MARRIED w/o CHILD(REN)

· Usually estate (all you own, minus what you owe) goes to spouse – can vary from state-to-state

· SINGLE w/o CHILD(REN)

· Usually estate goes to parents, then siblings, etc.

· REVIEW AND EXECUTE WITH ATTORNEY

· Only original document is valid

· Store somewhere safe – safe deposit box is best

· Make sure someone other than you and your spouse know where it is and can retrieve it if something happens to you.
