Carnival Rules:

OVERVIEW: The Louisiana Home Front Celebration carnival activities are a very key part of this one-day event to salute the Armed Forces that are proudly assigned to military installations throughout the state. The carnival activities will serve as a means for communities around the state to highlight its culture and community themes of a given area by providing hometown family fun activities in a designated locations at the event site. Designated community locations will be provided by the community carnival committee. The possibilities are endless. 
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1. All entries must highlight the theme: “A Louisiana Home Front Celebration” – Servicemembers, Families, and Communities Serving Together with Pride.

2. Each community carnival area will represent a 50 feet X 30 feet space along the parade/event route.  The carnival committee will assign spaces to communities upon acceptance.

3. All interested communities must complete an entry form, on or before the deadline.

4. A staging area will be provided prior to event day. The Carnival Committee will provide details regarding timelines for set up and take down.

5. Communities are encouraged to highlight historical and cultural aspects of their area to demonstrate the unique heritage of a given village or town.

6. Community Entries must:

· Be supported by a community or municipality (ie. Mayor’s Office).

· Arrange to deliver the contents of a designated community area prior to the event at a designated time/location.

· Have banner labeling the community area  (ie. The City of Natchitoches –City of Lights – Salutes Our Military)

· Be approved prior to set up.

· Demonstrate Louisiana Home Front Pride 

7. The following will not be allowed:

· Any form of publicity endorsing political candidates or political groups

· Undecorated areas

· Overt and unjustifiable commercialism

8. One “Home Front Community Spirit of Louisiana Award -2004” will be presented to the best overall entry based on the entry criteria and best demonstration of the Louisiana Home Front Spirit. 
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
