Parade Rules:

OVERIVEW: The Louisiana Home Front Celebration parade will be one of the most important aspects of this one-day event to salute the Armed Forces that are proudly assigned to military installations throughout the state. The parade will serve as a true hallmark of pride as we showcase our troops, the rich history of the military services in the state, and community pride. A limited number of entries can be accepted due to the restricted area of the downtown, therefore, communities and groups are encouraged to consolidate efforts, and include the theme: “A Louisiana Home Front Celebration.”

Parade Rules Continued (page 2 of 2)

1. All entries must highlight the theme: “A Louisiana Home Front Celebration” –Servicemembers, Families and Communities Serving Together with Pride.

2. Community floats/military history vehicles/ entries are encouraged. A limited number of entries will be accepted due to available space. Entries are free.

3. All interested communities must complete an entry form, on or before the deadline set by the Parade Committee.

4. Final selection of entries will be determined by the Parade Committee. Selection will be based on:

· Adherence to the theme of the event.

· Quality of the entry

· Total number of applicants

5. A covered staging area will be provided prior to the parade day for set up of selected entries. The parade committee will provide details regarding staging and set up for all entries.

6. Float entries require:

· A detailed drawing/sketch of a proposed float w/ entry form submission.

· Proof of insurance.

· Further instructions regarding the delivery of float to the assembly area at a designated covered area at the Leesville Industrial Park the day before the parade for final acceptance. Only those floats that are approved will be allowed. Committee decisions are final.

· No taller structure than 12 feet at the very highest point, including riders.

· No longer stucture  than 40 feet long including vehicle and float.

7. No unit will be allowed to stop and perform for the crowd. Nor will any unit carry a national or historical flag larger than, 5 ½’ (feet) X 4’ (feet) which is the size of the American Flag to be used in the lead color guard.

8. Only certified antique cars/trucks and historical military vehicles will be allowed.

9. Marching groups are limited to the military and historical groups.

10. Marching bands other than military bands are welcome, but will be required to perform patriotic/American musical selections supporting the theme of the event.

11.  No horses, except for historical entries to showcase military history. 

12. The following will not be allowed:

· Political candidates. Exceptions will be made for those statewide office holders who are not involved in a campaign.

· Undecorated vehicles.

· Overt and unjustifiable commercialism

· Throwing any items during the parade. No items will be thrown.

13. One “Home Front Parade Spirit of Louisiana Award -2004” will be presented to the best overall entry based on the entry criteria and best demonstration of the Louisiana Home Front Spirit. 
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
